When you stop along the fence to drop off your child, an-
other car will try to go around you. This is the exact situa-
tion that has caused children to be hit by cars in the parking
lot. T-CYSA Board Members and the Pasco Police Depart-
ment will continue to monitor traffic in the parking lot.
Please drive no more than 10 miles per hour, and remember
to keep an eye out for small children when in the parking lot.
We strongly encourage you to hold your child's hand when
walking across the parking lot. We want your child to be
safe EVERY time they walk to and from a soccer game.

2007 Center of Excellence

T-CYSA is sponsoring the 15" Annual Center of
Excellence (COE) training camp for U10 and U11 players
begin on March 12,  COE will run on Monday nights from
5:30 - 7:00 pm from March 12t- April 30t with no session
on April 2 due to spring break.

Senior Coaches from Three Rivers Soccer Club and
other programs will conduct 7 training sessions based upon
the youth soccer training programs developed by the US
Youth Soccer and under the guidance of the T-CYSA devel-
opment program.

We are again providing some of the best coaches in
the area to work with our younger players. This is a valu-
able opportunity for the players of the Association to get
ready for the spring season and for the U11 players to pre-
pare for U12 tryouts later in the spring. The soccer training
emphasizes fun, ball control, passing, shooting, dribbling,
and defending.

Coaches and Parents are encouraged to observe
training sessions. All players interested in participating in
the 2007 COE camp must register on or before March 8th.

Registrations will be on a first come, first served basis.
Space is limited. Registrations must be accompanied by a
$55 check made payable to T-CYSA. Registrations will be
accepted after the deadline ONLY IF space is available
and will cost $65. Registered players will receive a size 4
soccer ball and a Center of Excellence t-shirt.

Check in will begin at 4:30 pm on Monday March
12, All players should bring water bottle, shin guards,
size 4 soccer ball, sweatshirts, and sweatpants to all train-
ing sessions.

Coaches: We encourage you to use these ses-
sions to supplement your weekly training activi-
ties. This training is in no way required by your
players.
